On 12 April, two industrial cutting saws
to be used for the destruction of surplus
ammunition were put into operation
at Mjekes depot, in Elbasan. Four

additional bandsaws have been installed
at the Polican facility. They were
donated by the Kingdom of Denmark

in the framework of a project run by
the OSCE in Albania. Also thanks to
this project, which assists the Ministry
of Defence, Albania may be able to

dispose of its 90,000 tonnes of surplus
ammunition by 2013 — two years earlier
as originally planned. The inauguration
ceremony was attended by the Head of
Presence, Ambassador Robert Bosch,
Defence Minister Arben Imami and
Danish Ambassador Ankjeer Jensen.
